Choosing a Ste Creation Tool to develop a Web

presence: In today's businessenvironment, establishing
a website isnot an option - it isa must. Approximately
50 percent of businesses currently have a website, with

the number rising every day.

Individual Internet users - families, teams, groups and
asociations also continue to move online. Home
Internet usage isrising while accessand hosting prices
are dropping, creating an environment t hat allows
virtually everyone to establish a profesdonal, reliable

website.

A website can have a multitude of purposes, each of
which has its own technical requirements.
