WHAT IS BLOGWARE?

Blogware is an easy-to-use internet application from the
Netpoint Project Ltd for creating your website using only
a browser application (such as Internet Explorer or
Firefox) and an internet connection.

The most important characteristic of this system isthat
form and content are totally separated, meaning that
you can publish your thoughtsin a good-looking page,
even if you don't know the first t hing about computers.

Blogware also has a number of sophisticated extra
features (permissons, communication and layout) that
can be brought into play when appropriate to vastly
extend the scope of the website.

Easily post and update articles, pictures, video, links,
documents, presentations, newslett ers or opinions to
your site from any computerusing the browser
programme.

You are provided with functionality, bandwidth and
storage on our servers - all included in the cost.

Anyone who can use the internet can set up a basic
Blogware website. However for a more sophisticated
organisation website it may be implemented by existing
web design or IT departments. Alternatively the site can
be set up and customised for you by the Netpoint
Project.

Once the basic design and structure has been set up,
anyone within the organisation who can use the internet
on a computer can be given permissonsto add and edit
pages within specified areas of the site.

If you use one of the template designs, setup costs are
zero, otherwise customisation of the design and
programming can be done by the Netpoint Project at a
price fixed by quotation.

WHOCAN PUT NEW I NFORMATION
ONTO THE WE BSITE?

Anyone who has been assgned permissons can add new
information to the site using a web browser or via email.
Contributors may include:

Education: School administrators post news and lett ers
home, teachers post homework, photos and up-to-the
minute news can be posted by staff on field trips/ school
holidays via PDA.

Clubs and societies: Administrators post news and events
to main sections of site, members make posts and add
commentsto articlesin the members' only area.

Freelancers/home workers: Blogware owner creates
protected directories for each client, postsinformation
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and files appropriately, and gives clients permissons to
add articles, files and comments within their own folder.

Business, publishing, corporate and marketing:
Members of departments post information/ articles/ FAQs
to their designated areas of the site. Visitors can leave
comments about articles according to permisson levels
set, giving direct feedback from customersto the
relevant departments, who can themselves get email
notification of any comments posted to the site.

HOW DO VISITORSBENEFIT?

Visitors to a Blogware website benefit from a clear,
structured and up-to-date website, as well as enhanced
communications tools:

Education: Parents and pupils view news, lett ers home
and homework on the website, and can subscribe to
receive by email too.
